DOA&C/R/T/24/00155 dated 20/02/2024. In this regard, the information pertaining to this Section i.e.
about Minimum Support Price of agricultural produce is given as under:

Government fixes Minimum Support Prices (MSPs) for 22 mandated agricultural
crops on the basis of the recommendations of the Commission for Agricultural Costs & Prices
(CACP), after considering the views of concerned State Governments and Central
Ministries/Departments. While recommending MSPs, CACP considers important factors like cost
of production, overall demand-supply conditions, domestic and international prices, inter-crop
price parity, terms of trade between agricultural and non-agricultural sectors, the likely effect on
the rest of the economy, besides ensuring rational utilization of land, water and other production
resources and a minimum of 50 percent as the margin over cost of production.

The Union Budget for 2018-19 had announced the pre-determined principle to keep
MSPs at levels of one and half times of the cost of production. Accordingly, Government had
increased MSPs for all mandated Kharif, Rabi and other Commercial crops with a minimum
return of 50 percent over all India weighted average cost of production from the year 2018-19
onwards. Details of the MSP announced for the year 2021-22, 2022-23 and 2023-24 are attached
